What to Expect

Flexible schedule. This is a CNET (hybrid) course that will meet face-to-face for seven class
sessions. The remainder of the class activities will involve online class discussions, readings, web
explorations, and film analysis.

Diverse class roster...the student sections of this class: SSI 288 or IHU 280 (2 credits) plus SSI
289 or IHU 281 (3 credits with 15 hour project) meet simultaneously with the faculty/staff
sections ED 388 (2 credits) or ED 389 (3 credits with teaching/assessment project). SSI 288 /289
(Social Science Interdisciplinary) will transfer as social science credit and IHU 280/281
(Interdisciplinary Humanities) will transfer as humanities credit. Keep this syllabus and the course
outcomes and objectives in case there are questions about equivalency at your transfer institution.

Interdisciplinary approach. Panel discussions, story telling, guest speakers, case studies, role
playing, film analysis and online resources will be used to explore the personal and social
impact of age, gender, race, ethnicity, religion, socioeconomic status, sexual orientation and
other aspects of human variation. We will expand the definition of diversity and focus on
common values. You will have an opportunity to explore, reflect and practice techniques that
will assist you in the workplace and in your personal interactions in a changing world.

Active Learning. This class is built on the premise that we all have unique characteristics and
experiences that make up the diverse and complex fabric of our global society. With that in
mind, each of us has much to contribute to the learning process. I will serve as the facilitator to
this exploration of diversity. During the semester take every opportunity to contribute personal
experiences, travels, articles, websites, other resources and your own world-view and to the



learning process via the Discussion Board. This is also a safe place to ask questions, share values
and offer perspectives. I am looking forward to working with each of you to make this class a
meaningful, interactive, enjoyable and transformative learning experience. For more about what
former students have said about the class go to:

Grading

Essays. Two personal essays worth 25 points each. The I Am...Essay will be due by the second
class session and the Final Diversity Exploration Essay will be due the last week of class (2 x 25
pts. =50 pts.)

Assigned Discussion Board Posts. Most of our class discussions will take place online. You
will be posting at least twice to at least two different discussion board forums each week.
Suggested steps for writing a quality post:

1) clear and specific title,

2) briefly summarize what you learned

3) relate the information to class topics;

4) end with a question that might prompt further discussion.
See the scoring criteria and rubric for more details. (Lowest score will be dropped at the end of
the semester (@15 x 10 pts. =150 pts.)

Overall Class Participation. The foundation of this course is built on student engagement and
participation. Both verbal and online participation will be subjectively evaluated. I will be
considering oral participation, attendance and contributions to each of the Discussion Board
forums. Additional commentaries in which you review outside resources such as videos,
documentaries, community events, movies and books will also contribute to your overall
participation grade (25 pts.)

**Project (SSI 289, IHU 281, Ed 389) ONLY those enrolled in the three-credit version of the
course are required to complete a project. Students can find more details about cultural
immersion or service learning projects on the class Educator site. Faculty and staff: please talk
with me about designing a teaching/learning experience or assessment project that will help
you infuse diversity related-activities into your course. If you are enrolled in the 3 credit versioin of
the course you will need to submit a brief written proposal for your project before the second-class session.

Course Policies

BE RESPONSIBLE. I expect that you will turn in assignments, submit DB posts, and make
presentations on time. All I ask is that you act responsibly - you need to initiate communication
concerning your individual situation if a problem arises.

ATTENDANCE. If you miss class you are responsible for all notes, announcements and
assignments given during that session. Please communicate with your classmates and/or me if
you cannot be present. Since this class meets only 7 times during the semester missing a class is
extremely frowned upon. You cannot earn an “A” unless you attend all 7 face-to-face class
sessions. In case of an extended illness or emergency situation, please speak with me.

INSTRUCTOR-INITIATED DROP. Delta policy requires that attendance be noted. If you
miss two consecutive class sessions without contacting me and discussing the situation, I may



drop you from the course through the instructor-initiated drop process. In this case, you will
receive notification from the registrar’s office.

MODIFYING SYLLABUS. In order to take advantage of as many opportunities for learning as
possible I may revise the course schedule as far as the speakers and panels are concerned.
Changes will be announced in advance on Educator.

RESPECT for different points of view will be expected at all times. I also ask that you respect
the privacy of others. Please keep in mind, at all times, the “Ground Rules” discussed on the
first day of class.
